• All clean-up items are to be placed in bags or garbage cans.  

Loose debris will not be accepted. 
• Place eligible clean-up items curbside. 

• No large auto parts will be accepted. 

• Construction material must be bundled and tied, placed in 
garbage bags and must not exceed 30 pounds in weight. 

• Carpet must be rolled up and not exceed 5 feet in length. 

• NO Metal or Wood exceeding 4 feet in length. 

• NO Cement or Brick  blocks will be accepted. 

• Appliances or White Goods REQUIRE A TAG for purchase 
at City Hall .  Examples are: 

 Appliances with freon $20.00 per item. 
 Appliances without freon $17.00 per item. 
 TV’s  are $25.00 each 
 Microwaves are $20.00 
 Computers/Printers/Laptops are $17.00 each 
• Paint cans must be cleaned with lids removed.  Cans contain-

ing paint will not be accepted unless dried with cat liter or 
other material. 

• NO Hazardous waste will be accepted. 

• Tires require a tag available for purchase at City Hall . 
 Car Tires (without rims) $3.00 each 
 Truck and Tractor tires (without rims) $9.00 each 
• Household furniture will be accepted. 

• No Yard Waste such as Leaves and Branches accepted. 

• NO recyclables will be picked up on Clean-Up Day.

FROM THE STREET DEPARTMENT 

Grass, Leaves and Brush Ordinance 
Collection of Brush or Tree Limbs.  The City of Elroy de-
sires to improve the overall appearance of the City by control-
ling and regulating the method by which brush, tree limbs and 
yard waste are handled and disposed of.  The intent is to estab-
lish a policy for the removal of such waste in and an efficient 
manner, while minimizing the impact of this policy on property 
owners within the City. 
 
Brush tree limbs and yard waste shall be collected every Friday 
during the months of April through October.  Residents that 
have material for collection shall have it placed on the curb by 
7:00 a.m. on Fridays in the aforementioned months.  
 
These collections are intended to provide 
residents with a means of disposing of tree, 
shrub and/or brush trimmings, not as a 
means for disposing of entire trees.  Profes-
sional services used to cut down large 
amounts of trees must remove their own 
materials. 
 
Materials placed at the street for collection 
shall be bagged, boxed or securely bundled.  Each bag, box or 
securely tied bundle shall contain material 60 inches in length 
or less, 6 inches in diameter or less, and weigh 50 lbs or less.  
Any material placed for collection that does not comply with 
these criteria will not be collected. 
 
   

FROM THE WASTEWATER DEPARTMENT 
Roots grow one cell at a time.  When a seed germinates, it adds one 
cell at a time toward the best environment from which it might ex-
tract nutrients and moisture.  The growing point of the root moves 
best through loosely cultivated soil.   

The most common practice to lay sewer pipe is by open trench.  
The back-filled soil offers a good growing medium for roots.  Be-
cause the flow in sanitary lines is a higher temperature than the soil, 
this causes a condensation to appear on the crown of the pipe.  As 
the warm moisture from the sewer pipe evaporates up through the 
soil. The vapors offer an excellent trail for the root to follow.  If 
even a vapor leak exists in the pipe, the root concentrates its efforts 
at that point.  Since some pipe joint compounds are of nutrient  ma-
terial themselves, the root may entirely girdle the joint before enter-
ing the pipe.  Once inside the sewer pipe, the root takes on the ap-
pearance of either a “veil” or a “tail” type structure.  If  flows in the 

pipe are fairly constant, the root mass hangs down like a veil to 
the normal flow level where they accumulate deposits of 
grease, slime and other debris. Conventional methods of re-
moving roots by cutting or tearing tend to increase re-growth 
similar to pruning a tree.  Removing roots inside the pipe 
solves the immediate problem of stoppages, but does nothing to 
retard the growth or destroy the roots outside the pipe.  This 
removal, regret and removal cycle of cutting and tearing roots 
generally destroys the structural integrity of the pipe.  

Herbicide fumigants present the most effective method of de-
stroying roots and inhibiting their re-growth without affecting 
the above ground plant life.   

A herbicide called Vaporooter is one of the most effective 
ways of root control in sewer pipes, according to the U.S. EPA.  
Vaporooter enters the sewer as foam.  Only roots within the 
pipe and a short distance outside the pipe are affected.  Trees 
and shrubs immediately above ground are not harmed.  Using 
this product will destroy existing sewer roots and prevent their 
re-growth for an average of three years without harming trees 
or plants.  If you think you have root problems in your sewer 
lateral coming from your home this product would be a first 
step in attacking the problem.  Killing the roots may prove the 
most cost effective way to solve your troubles.  Contact the 
City Wastewater Utility for more information.

Building permits are not just for notifying the assessor of the im-
provements, but also to provide for a state certified building inspec-
tor to check that the completed work meets building codes and re-
quirements.  In addition, the proposed work may also be subject to 
zoning requirements. 
 
Building permits are required in Elroy for, but not limited to, in-
stalling a fence, a shed, a deck, siding,  plumbing and electrical 
work, remodeling a home, as well as new construction.    Failure to 
secure required permits prior to commencing the work can result in 
fines and doubling of fees.  Building permit applications are avail-
able at the Elroy City Hall.  For more information or to inquire if 
you need a permit, contact Building Inspector Joe Jackson at 608-
697-7774 (cell).

Recycling: Your Legal and Moral Responsibility 
 
We live in a day and age where the human population is rapidly 
using the earths resources.  We, as citizens of the United States, use 
these resources at a proportionally greater rate than other nations.  
As a nation of affluence, knowledge, and technological savvy we 
are aware of the benefits of recycling to preserve the earth’s re-
sources for future generations.   
 
The City of Elroy already has an ordinance on recycling.  The intent 
of this ordinance is to help extend the life of the Juneau County 
Landfill, to be in compliance with a county ordinance so that we 
can dispose of our solid waste in the landfill, and to help conserve 
our natural resources.   
 
As a resident of the City of Elroy you must separate out the recycla-
bles from the rest of your garbage.  These recyclables include: 
“Aluminum cans, tin cans, newsprint, plastic bottles (PETE #1, 
HDPE #2), cardboard/corrugated paper, glass, lead acid batteries, 
major appliances, waste oil, yard waste, bi-metal containers, steel 
containers, magazines, office paper, foam polystyrene packaging, 
waste tires, and any other materials designated as recyclable in the 
future by Juneau County”.  It is the responsibility of the owners of 
multi-family dwellings to inform their tenants that they must recy-
cle.   
 
You can be held personally liable for not recycling, may be fined 
$25-$100 for each violation, and/or have your garbage collection 
discontinued.  While we have never fined anyone to date we have 
denied a few residents garbage collection.  It is not the City of 
Elroy’s desire to fine or discontinue collection of garbage.  It is the 
City’s desire to do our part in helping to preserve our natural re-
sources. 
 
I urge you to do your part, individually, in this cause by separating 
out your recyclables so that the earth’s resources can be preserved 
for future generations. 

A reminder to all utility cu stomers that the winter 
moratorium ends on April 15th.  Please be sure your 
account is current to avoid disconnection of electric 
service.
