Wastewater Report:


Working on a CMOM and will utilize the GIS from MSA to track activity.


Manhole reform done by school.

Decant area set up and ready, waiting for S&S Concrete.


Had ups and downs with existing vac truck, goes through valves, hard to purchase due to age and cost.  Has old technology.  Envirotech has 1997 vac truck for $48,000.  Saemisch thinks we can get $30,000 for current truck.  Commission wondered if value of existing truck was more around $20,000.  Jim Garvin asked that numbers be firmed up by November council meeting as it will impact street department budget.  Campfield suggested advertising truck for sale with Rural Water contingent upon purchasing newer truck.  Commission authorized Saemisch to go look at other truck and get firm numbers.
Administrators report:


Steward presented 2016 tentative budgets with 2% wage increase, and a list of projects to be considered.  There is possibility of receiving funding from Clean Water Fund/Safe Drinking Water/CDBG-PF.  Waiting for scoring from MSA.  Budgets will be finalized in November.

Discussion with Jim Garvin regarding the spraying of brush and weeds on 2nd Main Street.  He has received complaints as well as Campfield.  Lindemann and Garvin will discuss this with Street Department, together with Electric Department, and work something out to get it cleaned up.
