Wastewater Department Report:

Report – Saemisch presented his report. Heritage Manor disposing of cloth rags that end up in sewer which is hard on pumps.  Suggested they use Diaper Genies.  


Lindemann/Eno to change sewer rate for septic tank sludge and holding tank sewage to $12.00 per thousand gallons.  All ayes, motion carried.


Lindemann/Lange to approve Marell bid in the amount of $2900 for sanitary sewer repair on Juneau Street.  All ayes, motion carried.  TID will pay for expense.


Lange/Eno to approve Ultimate Custom Concrete bid in the amount of $600 for lift station pad.  All ayes, motion carried.


Lindemann/Lange to approve Gray Electric bid for 80KW generator and installation in the amount of $46,828.  All ayes, motion carried.

Electric Superintendent Report:

Report – Kuester presented his report. Continue to work on trees, change out poles.  Shed was leaking however has been fixed.  Had car vs pole on May 26th, 3phase was out for ½ hour and single phase was out about 3 ½ hours.  Dave Krause to provide cost to change from 2400 to 7200 for Brooklyn, as part of solar project.


Dairyland easement and payment agreement presented in packet.  Project would start end of October and take about a month.  We need to generate for three days during project.  Shawn will negotiate payment agreement.  Lindemann/Eno to approve Dairyland easement and authorize Kuester to negotiate payment agreement.  All ayes, motion carried.
